Directors need to
read, study, and analyze a lot of information throughout the
month to keep informed on the electric industry as a whole.
Directors will spend approximately 20 to 35 days a year in
performance of their duties.

Plan to attend the annual meeting, enjoy a nice meal,
register for door prizes, and help conduct the business of your
electric utility. Member involvement is critically important to
the success of your cooperative.
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Clark Electric Cooperative is once again offering a scholarship
opportunity to graduating students from participating high
schools in our service area.
